Title Awards, Best Caption Awards, Best Commentary Awards, Think Great Awards and Best Presentation
Awards. The Highest School Entries Awards goes to the school that has encouraged the most
students to participate in the competition. 10 shortlisted students from each division will present their
entries and to contest for Best Presentation Awards on Awards Ceremony.

Students are required to complete an entry form and submit the photo with commentary for each team on
or before 30 May 2008 (Friday). Awards Announcement and Presentation Ceremony will be held on 11

July 2008 at Kowloon Tong Education Services Centre of Education Bureau.
